The Supreme Court, by a majority of 2:1, on April 12 upheld the
constitutional validity of the Right of Children to Free and Compulsory
Education Act, 2009, which provides for free and compulsory education
for children in the 6-14 age group and mandates Government/aided/and
non-minority unaided schools to reserve 25% of seats for these children.

A Bench of Chief Justice S. H. Kapadia and Justice Swatanter
Kumar, while upholding the law, however, held that it would not be
applicable to unaided minority schools. Justice K. S. Radhakrishnan
gave a dissenting judgment.

The majority judgment said: “We hold that the Right of Children to
Free and Compulsory Education Act, 2009 is constitutionally valid and
shall apply to a schools established, owned or controlled by the appro-
priate Government or a local authority; an aided school including aided
minority school(s) receiving aid or grants to meet whole or part of its
expenses from the appropriate Government or the local authority; a
school belonging to specified category; and an unaided non-minority
school not receiving any kind of aid or grants to meet its expenses from
the appropriate Government or the local authority.”

The Chief Justice, who wrote the judgment, said: “It will operate from
today (April 12). In other words, this will apply from the academic year
2012-13. However, admissions given by unaided minority schools prior
to the pronouncement of this judgment shall not be reopened.

“By judicial decisions, right to education has been read into right to
life in Article 21. A child who is denied right to access education is not
only deprived of his right to live with dignity, he is also deprived of his
right to freedom of speech and expression enshrined in Article 19(1) (a).
The 2009 Act seeks to remove all those barriers including financial and
psychological barriers which a child belonging to the weaker section and
disadvantaged group has to face while seeking admission.”

The Bench said: “It is true that, as held in the T. M. A. Pai Foundation
as well as the P. A. Inamdar judgments, the right to establish and
administer an educational institution is a fundamental right, as long as
the activity remains charitable under Article 19(1) (g). However, in the
said two decisions the correlation between Articles 21 and 21A, on the
one hand, and Article 19(1) (g), on the other, was not under consider-
ation.

“Further, the content of Article 21A flows from Article 45 (as it then
stood). The 2009 Act has been enacted to give effect to Article 21A. For
the above reasons, since the Article 19(1) (g) right is not an absolute
right as Article 30(1), the 2009 Act cannot be termed as unreasonable.”

The Bench said: “To put an obligation on the unaided non-minority
school to admit 2 % children in class I under Section 12(1) (c) cannot
be termed as an unreasonable restriction. Such a law cannot be said
to transgress any constitutional limitation. The object of the 2009 Act
is to remove the barriers faced by a child who seeks admission to class
I and not to restrict the freedom under Article 19(1) (g).

“From the scheme of Article 21A and the 2009 Act, it is clear that
the primary obligation is of the State to provide for free and compulsory
education to children between the age of 6 and 14 years and, particu-
larly, to children who are likely to be prevented from pursuing and
completing the elementary education due to inability to afford fees or
charges.”

TAMIL CINEMA 75 -
A LOOK BACK

MUSIC & TAMIL MOVIES 12
Musiri Subramania Iyer was born on August 9, 1899 in

Bommalapalayam in Trichy District. His father Sankara
Sastry was a Sanskrit pundit, economically not so well off. His
mother Seethalakshmi died when the future musician was a
mere baby.

In keeping with tradition and custom of the times,
Subramanian was married to Nagalakshmi when he was a
mere lad of fourteen!

Inspired by the music and amazingly brilliant singing of S. G.
Kittappa, the stage star and legend in his life time, Subramanian
chose to become a professional musician, not a secure profes-
sion even in the best of times unless one made it to the top of
the heap.

He underwent training at first under S. Narayanaswami and
then under the noted violinist Karur Chinnaswami Iyer who
lived in Triplicane, Madras. So the disciple relocated in Madras
from Trichy.

Soon he became a disciple of T. S. Sabesa Iyer, a knowledge-
able musician and teacher who was a direct disciple of the
legendary maestro Maha Vaidyanatha Iyer.

Subramanian took his bow in Trichy when he was seventeen
and the talent-scout F. G. Natesa Iyer presented him with a
gold medal and predicted a bright future for him.

He performed in Madras in 1920 when his name was an-
nounced as “Musiri Subramania Iyer.” Though he was not from
the small town Musiri near Trichy, this name stuck and
brought him undying fame and name.

(One is reminded of another musical legend and immortal,
Papanasam Sivan. He was neither from Papanasam nor was
his name Sivan! Well, that’s another story....!)

1937. Tamil cinema was by now on fast-forward mode and
many studios came into existence in south India. After the box-
office success of films like “Valli Thirumanam” (1933),
“Chintamani” (1937), “Ambikapathi” (1937) and others, many
entrepreneurs, mainly from Chettinad, came into movies, for
they found it a fertile field for making quick profits besides other
enticing fringe benefits!

In Coimbatore, the textile mill town known as ‘the Manches-
ter of India’, a group of wealthy textile mill-owners had plans
to build a studio. The man behind the project was R. K.
Ramakrishnan Chettiar. He was a brother of Sir R. K.
Shanmugham Chettiar, a noted economist, statesman, poli-
tician, and patron of fine arts. He was for sometime the Dewan
of Cochin State, and later the Finance Minister of India in
Pandit Nehru’s cabinet in Delhi.

RKR and his rich pals promoted Central Studios in 1937
which made film history in subsequent years. A joint stock
company, the studio had on board S.M. Sriramulu Naidu, a
young man, fresh out of college. His father, a businessman and
Honorary Magistrate, was one of the investors and Naidu
actively involved himself in film production right from the
start.

A man of considerable ego, tough-talking and autocratic,
Sriramulu Naid crossed swords and more with many, but
emerged as a successful producer, director and studio-owner of
south India with a good track record.

Ramakrishnan Chettiar was eager to go into production as
soon as the studio was ready and all set for the tee-off.

In that period, most of the south Indian producers went
either to Calcutta, Bombay, Poona or Kolhapur for production
or import of talent. RKR went to Calcutta and met a talented
and experienced south Indian young man working in films and
looking for a break as director - a Bombay-bred Malayalee with
a  misleading name, Balakrishnan Narayana Rao!

He was indeed B. N. Nair but, by a strange quirk of Dame
Destiny, when he was seeking admission in a Bombay school,
a kindly Marati neighbor who had accompanied the kid to the
school filled the name in the forms as B. N. Rao! To this
gentleman, all Madrasis from the west coast were Raos! So the
future filmmaker became B. N. Rao under which name he
climbed to fame and success as the maker of some hits of early
Tamil Cinema. His films included “Ramabayin Kaathal”,
“Bhooloka Rambha” “ Gumasthavin Penn”, “Madanakama-
rajan”, “Dasi Aparanji” , “Bhaktha Prahalada”, “Sathi Murali”
and others.
