my enrollment in the Chief Justice’s Court presided over by
Justice Rajamannar, his invocation pleading was something
like this, “My Lords, My Lords, I think I am committing
another mistake today by trying to inject this man, My
Lords, into the mighty machinery of justicing, My Lords”.
Rajamannar liked the invocation and said “We could do with
one more…”. Overawed by the occasion, I forgot to say
“Thank you, My Lords!”.

The trend stuck to me throughout the infancy, adulthood
and the waning years of my court life when the Lordly
invocation could not be wrung out of me. It was an involuntary
embargo adopted as a part of my work, not to appear
subservient to anyone or to please the clientele.

The Judges on the Bench, at least most of them, care a
hoot for the invocatory farrago. It is a carry-over from our
slave days when White was the colour of overlordship
imported from England. These days even English is an item
of division and soon we may read its obituary, if the warriors,
all learned lawyers who have turned enemies of English,
succeed through legislation, it being hit for a six into the seas
in the East and West of India.

The judiciary may however restrict the gate of “Your
Lorchippa, my Lud, My Lord, Your Lordship” to four-in-one
innings so that judicial time is not encroached upon by
placatory salutations as though the mutt on the Bench is
deaf.

When I was the Government Pleader in the Madras High
Court and, as tradition demanded, a permanent fixture in the
Court of the Chief Justice, I honoured myself by not mouthing
“My Lords, me Lords”. Short of plugging my ears with cotton
pads, I used to slyly plug my ears to ward off the opponent’s
oft-used “Your Lordchippa” with my finger tips! This training
of voluntary deafness stood me in withstanding bad things
in my life. Especially when a snake in the grass stuck out its
fangs and brought to an end my career as a G.P. Well, that
is another story which shall remain untold. May it rest in
peace!

Guard your eyes against
damage when you burst

crackers
By Dr. Vasumathy Vedantham

Children are often injured when they burst crackers during
Deepavali.

Sometimes injuries occur in the eyes which, if not treated,
may prove serious.

The following precautions should be taken in the event of
an open eye injury:

* Just apply a plastic cup over the eye with a clean
handkerchief without pressing the eye and rush to an eye
specialist immediately.

* Do not apply household medicines like human milk, eye
drops – they may cause further infection.

* Do not feed the victim – he/she may be having a hidden
tear in the eye which may require anesthesia for stitching
and anesthesia cannot be given for approximately three
hours after the last feed. This delay could be costly to the
patient’s vision.

How are these injuries usually treated?
* Remember, such injuries are emergencies.
* The eye specialist will first examine the eye in detail to

ascertain the extent of damage and then plan treatment.
* In mild cases, a simple wash to clear the gun powder and

soot and antibiotic drops are advised.
* In moderate cases, associated with scratches (abra-

sions) and partial tears, patching the eye with antibiotics
usually helps.

* In more severe cases, surgery may be added, usually
under anesthesia and the patient may need to be hospitalised.
A specialist eye surgeon (Vitreo-Retinal Surgeon) usually
repairs such injuries.

But remember, the eye is like a delicate glass doll - once
broken, even if the best glue is used to fix it back, the
originality is lost. So, ‘Prevention is better than cure’.

Rs 9.5 lakhs goes
missing from
armoured van

Four employees of a cash
transport company lodged a
police complaint that a box
with Rs. 9.5 lakhs in cash
mysteriously vanished from an
armoured van on North
Usman Road (T. Nagar) on
Nov. 4.

Pondy Bazaar police said
that four persons, including the
driver and an armed guard of
the cash transport firm based
in Ekkattuthangal, were fer-
rying Rs. 40 lakhs in cash and
were loading ATMs across the
city with the money they were
carrying.

They told the police that, as
is the procedure, they went to
load a Union Bank ATM on
North Usman Road leaving the
armed guard outside guarding
the van.

Though the firm’s employ-
ees approached police immedi-
ately after the cash went miss-
ing, investigators suspect that
they could have helped them-
selves to the money.

“Only the employees knew
the route they were taking and
the amount of cash they were
transporting in the vehicle,” a
senior police officer said. “We
are examining the CCTV cam-
era footage from where they
said the cash went missing,”
he added.
