Residents’ appeal to repair roads before
monsoon

With northeast monsoon to begin next month, several roads in the city including T.
Nagar, West Mambalam and nearby areas, are in bad condition.

In spite of complaints by residents and assurances by the officials, the road restoration
works have been patchy.

It is estimated that of the 3,908 interior roads, only 1,862 were re-laid in the past two
months, leaving less than half the job done.

Several roads in K.K. Nagar and West Mambalam are in battered state as the
Corporation has failed to re-lay several stretches after completing stormwater drain,
sewage, and TNEB works.

A resident of Munusamy Road (K.K. Nagar) said that the road has been in bad condition
for over six months. He said that Corporation has not repaired the road after Metrowater
dug the road to lay a pipeline in February.

R. Varadan (resident of Thambiah Road, West Mambalam) said that several interior
roads in West Mambalam were re-laid six months back after storm water drains were
re-laid or widened, but within a short period, other civic bodies like Metrowater and TNEB
days dug them up again to undertake repair works.

Though the works have been  completed, the roads have not been restored, he said.

In retaliation, they brandished knives and robbed Ramn of
Rs. 2,250 and fled the spot in an auto.

Based on Raman’s complaint, police scanned CCTV footage
at the site and identified the culprits, and arrested them.

Police said that they are habitual offenders and several
cases are pending against them.

Victims are being lured through social media advertise-
ments and added to WhatsApp groups in the name of IIFL
Capital Ltd, where they are encouraged to transfer money
with false promises of high profits.

The scammers initially allow small withdrawals to gain
the trust and later coerce victims into depositing larger
sums to “lock” their funds to third-party bank accounts
unrelated to IIFL.

Police Commissioner A. Arun has cautioned the public
to be extremely careful about online advertisements, fake
investment apps, and high-profit investment promises
and advised the public not to transfer money into unknown
bank accounts or trust social media groups offering trad-
ing opportunities.

Corporation to purchase temple
land in West Mambalam

Following a High Court ruling, Chennai Corporation will
buy 10 grounds (24,000 square feet) of land belonging to Shri
Prasanna Venkatesa Perumal Devasthanam on School Street
(Mettupalayam, West Mambalam) for a consideration of Rs.
18.85 crores.

Justice N. Anand Venkatesh fixed the quantum and per-
suaded the temple and the Corporation to agree to the settle-
ment in the interest of the continuation of the Chennai Middle
School functioning on the land since 1937.

In 2021, the Shri Prasanna Venkatesa Perumal Devasthanam
had filed a writ petition seeking a direction to the Corporation
Commissioner to pay monthly rent as the institution had
stopped paying any rent since 1969.

After the Corporation had questioned the title of the
Devasthanam over the property for denying rent, the
Devasthanam produced documents, including a civil court
decree, to prove its title.

In 2023, the High Court referred the issue to the Tamilnadu
Mediation and Conciliation Centre for fixing the rent but the
mediation failed as the parties did not agree to an amicable
amount.

After further hearings, Justice Venkatesh suggested that
the Corporation could instead purchase the property to which
the Board of Trustees of the Devasthanam also agreed.

After the judge suo motu impleaded the T. Nagar Sub
Registrar and called for details regarding the guideline and
market values of the land, Corporation went on appeal against
the single judge’s 2024 interim order.

A Division Bench of the High Court dismissed the writ appeal
on January 24, 2025, and imposed costs of Rs. 5 lakhs, to be paid
to the temple, on the corporation for attempting to wriggle out
of its obligation by yet again questioning the land ownership.

Thereafter, Justice Venkatesh took up the writ petition for
final hearing and fixed the sale consideration at Rs. 7,800 per
square foot (based on guideline value of Rs. 5,500 per square
foot and market value to be Rs. 10,701 per square foot) and
directed Corporation to pay Rs. 18.85 crores.

Based on the Corporation’s letter, on July 23, a Government
Order was issued according sanction for the proposed acqui-
sition along with exception of stamp duty.
