Multi-level parklngfacnltyto berevamped

The multi-level auto- §

mated car parking facility on
Singaravelu Street (near
Thyagaraya Road junction,
Pondy Bazaar, T. Nagar) is
to be revamped.

It was inspected by Corpo-
ration Commissioner G. S.
Sameeran on May 31.

Launched with fanfare in
2021, the facility has not
been popular among shop-
per as many continue to pre-
fer on-street parking.

Built at a cost of Rs. 40.79
crores, the 6-floor facility,
developed under the Smart
City plan in an area of 8,826
sq m, is designed to accom-
modate 222 cars, including
larger SUVs, and 513 two-
wheelers.

But due to lack of mainte-
nance, some of the floors have
become defunct and the us-
able parking capacity has
reduced to about 40%. Other
facilities include visitors’
lounge, room for drivers,
restrooms, and baby feeding
area, some of which are now
defunct.

Sameeran said that a ten-
derhasbeen floated, and the
renovation works at the fa-
cility will include extensive
repair to the lifts and the
automation equipment.

He said that once the work
is completed, the six upper
floors will be designated for
cars, while two-wheelers can

park in the two basement
levels and the terrace.
While welcoming the
move, shopkeepers and resi-
dents near Pondy Bazaar
said that the success will
depend on-street parking
management in the sur-
rounding areas, to be imple-
mented as part of a broader
area-level parking manage-
ment strategy adopted by
Chennai Unified Metropoli-
tan Transport Authority.

.\\
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The manager at the facil-
ity said that the average oc-
cupancy rate is only about
20%, and it goes up to 50%
on weekends and festival
days.

The parking fee is Rs. 20
per hour for cars and Rs. 5
per hour for two-wheelers.

A similar facility with a
shopping complex is coming
up in Kodambakkam to im-
prove parkinginfrastructure
and traffic congestion.

The residents of Jafferkhanpet complain that cone
loudspeakers continue to blight their daily lives, disrupting
sleep, affecting children and elders, and disturbing the
tranquillity.

Sridhar (resident of Jafferkhanpet), said that the use of cone
speakershas created serious noise pollutionin the area. “I work
night shifts and need to sleep during the daytime. The loud
noise from these speakers disturbs my sleep, and as a result,
I am unable to concentrate properly at work,” he complained.

InJuly 2005, the Supreme Court prohibited the use of cone-
shaped loudspeakers after finding that they generate
significantly higher noise levels than box-type sound systems.

Despite this, residents of Jafferkhanpet have alleged that
cone-shaped loudspeakers were used during a recent temple
festival in the locality, leading to unbearable noise and
inconvenience for people living nearby.

Anotherresident, Saravanan, said that the noiseis affecting
young children in the neighbourhood. “I have toddlers at home.
The loud music played from early morning disrupts their sleep,
which in turn affects our daily routine. He urged authorities
should take immediate action to address this issue.
